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Has anyone won the masters back to back

Has any golfer won consecutive Masters Tournaments? Yes, so far there have been three back-to-back winners (none of whom made it to three in a row). Not surprisingly, they are three of the best Masters players ever. But the first back-to-back Masters champion didn't happen until the tournament had been around for more than 30 years. Into the
1960s, Ben Hogan came closest to recording consecutive Masters wins. After he won the 1953 Masters, Hogan tied Sam Snead after 72 holes in the 1954 Masters. But Snead won the playoff to deny Hogan back-to-back wins. Doug Ford won in 1957, then tied for second in 1958. Arnold Palmer won in 1960, and reached the last hole in 1961 leading by
one. But then he double-bogeyed and tied for second. Jack Nicklaus won in 1963, then tied for second behind Palmer in 1964. And after winning in 1964, Palmer was joint runner-up to Nicklaus in 1965. Which brings us to the first golfer to win consecutive Masters ...Jack Nicklaus, 1965-66 Jack Nicklaus won the 1965 Masters, then came back a year
later and won the 1966 Masters. And he thus became the first back-to-back Masters winner, the first golfer to win consecutive Green Jackets. Nicklaus' win in 1965 was one of the most dominating in tournament history. Palmer and Gary Player tied for second place, but a distant nine strokes behind. Famously, Bobby Jones remarked afterward that
Nicklaus "played a game with which I am not familiar." His 1966 win was a much closer call. Nicklaus finished 72 holes tied with Tommy Jacobs and Gay Brewer, but then won the 18-hole playoff. What happened when Nicklaus went for three in a row in the 1967 Masters? He missed the cut.Nick Faldo, 1989-90 The second golfer to win consecutively
at Augusta National was Nick Faldo at the 1989 Masters and 1990 Masters. In both tournaments, Faldo had to win a playoff. In 1989, Faldo and Scott Hoch tied after 72 holes (Faldo shot 65 in the final round), and so entered into a sudden-death playoff. Hoch should have won the tournament on the first extra hole but missed a 2-foot birdie putt. On
the second playoff hole, Faldo sank a 25-footer for the win. In 1990, Faldo again came from behind in the final round to tie, this time against Raymond Floyd. Then Faldo won the sudden-death playoff on the second extra hole. Going for three in a row in the 1991 Masters, Faldo tied for 12th place.Tiger Woods, 2001-02 The third, and so far last, back-
to-back Masters champion was Tiger Woods, who won the 2001 Masters and the 2002 Masters. Woods' win in 2001 marked the completion of the Tiger Slam, when Woods became the first golfer ever to hold all four trophies of the four professional majors simultaneously. He earned this win by two strokes over runner-up David Duval. Then Woods
added another Green Jacket in 2002. This time his victory was three over runner-up Retief Goosen. Going for three in a row at the 2003 Masters, Woods tied for 15th place. The Masters is the
youngest of the four modern men's major championships, and, naturally, it has the fewest number of back-to-back champions. As it turns out, since 1934 it has been awfully difficult to win consecutive green jackets. In fact, in the history of the Masters Tournament, there have only been three players who have successfully defended their title. Tiger
Woods is the last player to win back-to-back Masters, taking his second and third Masters wins in 2001 and 2002, respectively. The 2001 win completed what's known as the Tiger Slam, when Woods won all four major championships in a row between the 2000 US Open and the 2001 Masters. A year later, he managed to successfully defend his title
and went on to win the US Open at Bethpage Black to hold the first two majors of 2002. Before Woods became the third player to win back-to-back Masters, Nick Faldo was the last man to win two straight Masters, taking the 1989 and 1990 Masters Tournaments, both in playoffs -- first over Scott Hoch, then Raymond Floyd. He is the only foreign-

He won his second Masters in 1965 by a resounding nine shots, then he won the title again the next year in 1966 by taking a playoff over
Tommy Jacobs and Gay Brewer. Nicklaus, of course, went on to win a total of six Masters, with the last coming in 1986. Faldo
won a third Masters in 1996 after Greg Norman fell apart in the final round to surrender a six-shot lead. The 28-year-old American is looking to defend his Masters Tournament title this week in the 2025
edition of the golf major. Scheffler posted an 11-under 277 at Augusta National Golf Club in Georgia last year, beating second-place finisher Ludvig Aberg by four strokes. The major tournament triumph made Scheffler just the 18th golfer to ever win the Masters more than once. He also won the event in 2022 for the first major victory of his career.
The two-time major champion and 2024 Olympic gold medalist enters this year's Masters as the world's top-ranked golfer, and he's considered one of the favorites to put on the green jacket come Sunday. But just how rare is it for a golfer to win consecutive Masters? Here's what to know: Yes, but it's extremely rare. There have been just three golfers
to go back-to-back at the Masters: Jack Nicklaus, Nick Faldo and Tiger Woods. The three golfers share the record for consecutive Masters wins at two. The Masters was first played in 1934, but it took until 1965-66 before Jack Nicklaus became the
tournament's first back-to-back winner. 1965 Masters: Nicklaus set a 72-hole tournament scoring record of 271 and beat runners-up Arnold Palmer and Gary Player by a whopping nine shots. This is the win that prompted Bobby Jones to say that Nicklaus played "a game with which I am not familiar." 1966 Masters: It was much closer this time.
Nicklaus needed an 18-hole playoff to claim his second consecutive Masters title. He beat Tommy Jacobs and Gay Brewer in that playoff. What happened in 1967: Nothing good for Nicklaus. He shot 72-79 and missed the cut. Nicklaus nearly achieved the two-fer earlier. He won in 1963, then tied for second in 1964. But it wasn't that close: Nicklaus
finished sixth behind winner Arnold Palmer in 1964. The tournament was played from April 10-13 at Augusta National Golf Club in Augusta, Georgia, United States. Rory Mcllroy won the tournament after the first hole of a sudden-death playoff against Justin
Rose. The 89th
Masters was the first full tournament since 2016 to finish without a weather delay in any round. The top 12 players will receive an invite to next year's tournament. Third round leader Rory Mcllroy shot a 73, one over par, tying Justin Rose. Justin Rose shot a 66, six under par for the round to tie with Rory for a playoff. Mcllroy immediately lost his 54-
hole lead after hitting his opening tee shot into a fairway bunker and three-putting the first green for a double bogey. On the second, he again hit his drive into a fairway bunker, missing his birdie putt while DeChambeau took the lead with a two-putt birdie. Mcllroy regained a three-shot lead with birdies at 3 and 4, while DeChambeau bogeyed both
holes.[38] At 5 and 7, Mcllroy hit erratic tee shots but managed to hit extremely high recovery shots over trees at both holes, leaving himself a short uphill chip at 5 and a short birdie putt at 7. After four pars on holes 5 through 8, he made birdies on 9 and 10 to extend his lead. On the 11th, Mcllroy again drove into the trees right of the fairway, and
had to hit a low second shot, which ricocheted off of the mounds short of the green and stopped inches short of the water hazard. DeChambeau then pulled a 9-iron from the middle of the fairway into the water hazard. Mcllroy played a conservative chip shot away from the water and missed his par putt, but DeChambeau's double bogey left Mcllroy
with a four-shot lead. Meanwhile, Rose's birdie at the 13th was his fifth in seven holes and moved him to —10, three shots behind McIlroy, who made a safe par at the 12th. Holding a three-shot lead in the middle of the 13th fairway, Mcllroy decided to lay up short of the water hazard in front of the green, leaving himself 82 yards for his third shot into
the par five. With ample room on the green long and left of the hole, Mcllroy misplayed his wedge shot, shockingly finding the water hazard short and right of the hole. He failed to get up and down for bogey, reducing his lead to just one shot. He hit another towering approach shot from the trees right of the 14th fairway but failed to get up and down
from short of the green, dropping him to —10 into a three-way tie for the lead with Rose and Aberg, who birdied the 15th. Rose birdied the 16th to take the solo lead. Mcllroy hit another remarkable iron shot into the 15th green, hooking a 7-iron around the trees on the left side of the fairway to six feet for a two-putt birdie to join Rose at —11. After
bogeying the 17th, Rose holed a long putt on 18 for his tenth birdie of the day to post a score of —11 for the clubhouse lead. Aberg three-putted the 17th green to drop to —9 before triple-bogeying the 18th after hitting the face of the fairway bunker trying to hole his second shot for eagle to tie Rose. After missing a short birdie putt on 16, McIlroy hit
a towering shot from the middle of the fairway on the 17th to three feet, which he converted for birdie to take the lead at —12. After hitting his tee shot into the middle of the 18th fairway, he pushed his wedge shot into a greenside bunker and missed a short par putt to fall into the playoff with Rose.[39] Champion (c) = past champion Place Player
